Swimming Pool Rules

1. All persons using the swimming pool do so at their own risk.  The Committee or the Condominium or Cluster Association assumes no responsibility for any accident or injury in connection with such use or for any loss or damage to personal property.

2. Pool hours and rules will be posted at the pool.  During inclement weather, the pool may be closed by the Pool Operator on duty.

3. All persons shall obey the instructions of the lifeguards.

4. No person is permitted in the Swimming Pool Area/Pool Facility unless it is officially open and the lifeguards are on duty.

5. No Association employees may use the pool unless they are occupants or guests of an Owner/Resident.

6. Persons unable to demonstrate to the lifeguards their ability to swim are not permitted in deep water.

7. Children 13 years of age and under must be accompanied by a responsible adult in the pool area at all times.  Guests under 13 with guest passes must be continuously accompanied by their host, an authorized member of the Community in good standing and on the list provided to the Lifeguard.

8. Persons having colds, coughs, inflamed eyes, infections, open sores or wearing bandages shall not use the pool.

9. Proper Attire is required upon entering the pool area.  Proper swim attire is required for swimming in the pool.

10. Food and beverages are permitted only in the designated Eating Area.  All residents are required to properly dispose of trash.

11. No play equipment, playpens, wheeled vehicles (except wheelchairs and strollers), etc., are permitted in the pool area.

12. No pets are permitted in the pool area or on pool property (except seeing-eye dogs).

13. No intoxicants will be allowed in the pool area at any time.  Intoxicated persons will not be allowed in the pool area at any time.

14. No Smoking in the Pool Area.

15. All refuse must be placed in containers provided for this purpose.  Users are urged to assist in keeping the pool area and showers rooms clean.

16. No diving or jumping into the pool.  Only ladders and steps should be used to enter/exit the pool.

17. No running, pushing, dunking, rough play, throwing of objects or profane language will be permitted in the pool area.  Standing or sitting on another’s shoulders is not permitted.  Kickboards, tubes, balls, life rings, rafts and toys may be permitted at the discretion of the lifeguard based on the size and character of the crowd.

18. Spitting of water and similar unhygienic actions are not permitted.

19. No radios, television sets, tape recorders, or other noise making devices without earphones will be permitted in the pool area.  Cell phone ringing option should be kept at medium to low level.  Talking on phones should be kept at a voice level that does not interfere with other pool occupants.

20. No wireless computers will be permitted in the eating area.

THE LIFEGUARD WILL Issue TWO (2) GUEST PASSES PER UNIT.  Guests under age 13 using a Guest Pass will be permitted to use the pool only when escorted in by an authorized Community Member in good standing and on the list provided to the lifeguard.  Children under two (2) years of age shall not need a Guest pass.  Access to the pool for all residents will be by presentation of any form of photo I.D. to match sign-in sheet in possession of lifeguard.  Only residents who have complied with registration requirements and who are in good standing in the community will be authorized to use the pool.  No physical passes will be issued except for Guest Passes.  Guest Passes are the property of the Association, are not transferable, and may be revoked or suspended at any time by the Association.  GUEST PASSES MAYBE OBTAINED FROM THE LIFEGUARD AT THE RESIDENTS’ FIRST VISIT TO THE POOL.
Guests and Private Parties

1. Use is restricted to Community Members in good standing and their guests.

2. A qualified, licensed lifeguard must be on duty at all times during the hours of any private party, and at the expense of the Resident Sponsor.  Lifeguard arrangements can be scheduled by contacting the Pool management Company.

3. A Facilities Pass holder may reserve the swimming pool for private parties after regular pool hours on a first-come, first-serve basis by contacting the Management Agent.  The number of persons in attendance is limited to the occupancy restrictions determined by applicable code requirements.  Residents interested in reserving the pool and clubhouse for private after hours use are requested to contact Management in the ProCAM Centreville office at 703-266-6017.         

4. Owners and lessees shall assume full responsibility for the conduct of their guests and shall be held responsible for any damage to the swimming pool or other Common Area used by their guests.

5. The swimming pool and deck areas must be vacated by midnight on Fridays and Saturdays, 11:00 PM on weeknights.  There shall be no partying in the common areas other than the swimming pool area.

Any violation of these rules may be grounds for prohibiting a Resident from using the Swimming Pool/Swimming Pool Area for up to one (1) year.  Effective 2004.
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
