m President’s Message

Spring has sprung at Edgewater — and the flowering trees are at
their best. | always feel re-energized by spring, and look forward
to the many opportunities for outdoor activity we have in Reston.
The lakes, bike trails and walking paths, and walkability of our
town are calling us to get off the couch and start moving again!

Now’s the time when we begin to address some of the main-
tenance issues that accumulated over the winter. You may have
already noticed some clean-up of fallen trees and limbs. Welll
also be repairing damaged eaves and gutters, broken sidewalks
and curbs, resealing and striping the parking lot, cleaning trash
out of the pond, and repairing the fence along the pond.

Thanks to everyone who provided feedback on snow removal
services. Most of our challenges were the result of the
unbelievable quantity of snow and the inability of the contractors
to keep up with it and to find places to put it. Below are some of
the realities at work during the storms, some of our actions, and
some things we will do differently in the future as a result of our
experiences.

The Realities: The two storms dumped over six feet of snow on
our region along with low temperatures that prevented melting.
Snow removal operators and equipment over our entire region
were taxed as never before. To ProCam’s credit, Sheila had to
beg, borrow and steal to get an additional contractor in EW when
Genesis could not come.
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Placement of Plowed Snow: We all were inconvenienced by the
accumulated snow. Your Board and ProCam designated some
sidewalks and unassigned parking areas to be dump sites. Our
narrow streets and head-in parking both limit how they can be
plowed and where we can store excess snow. We can only
accommodate small and medium-sized equipment, which limits
the extent to which snow can be moved. Bobcats and pickup
trucks can't push snow from one end of the property to the other.
Nor can bobcats can't lift snow high enough to dump it into a
truck to be moved offsite.

Ice Dams: Several of our residents had interior water damage
caused by ice dams in the gutters. This problem occurred
throughout our region and was the subject of several media
articles, including one noteworthy article in the February 7
Washington Post. That article described the vicious cycle of roof
snow accumulation, partial melt and runoff, and refreezing, which
dammed the gutters.

As the article pointed out, this cycle was basically unstoppable
until average daily temps rose enough to melt the ice in the
gutters. EW, along with most NoVa communities, had little we
could do to combat this. Some of you noticed the “cherry-
picker"/boom onsite during the last storm. Ideally the roof snow
should have been removed from roofs to break the cycle, but in
reality the boom was unable to reach the roofline in most areas in
our community.

Ice Ruts in Streets: We all were dismayed by the ice ruts in the
street. Again, once the snow fell and temps dropped, cars left
deep frozen ruts that could not be removed until temps rose.

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m Message from the Property Manager

Spring time brings warm weather, flowers, getting rid of coats
and a reminder to have your HVAC

system checked before air conditioning ]a
season. ltis the responsibility of each and
every owner to have their system
serviced. Please be sure that this service
includes a spring tune-up and that the
condensate line is flushed. This system is
the white pipe on the side of the furnace
that drains condensation from the unit to
the main drain and out the building.

If during your spring service appointment it appears to the
technician that the main drain maybe blocked, please notify
Management immediately so this can be investigated and
cleared if necessary. Please have the technician from the
HVAC company flush the drain line with water and verify that
the water is properly draining from the drain pipe on the
outside of the building, which is located next to the balcony on
the ground floor.

Each owner is reminded that they are required to have this
work done and if necessary provide proof to the Management
Company in order to be covered under the Master Insurance
