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 Recycling Guidelines at Edgewater   
IMPORTANT NOTICE – The large newspaper 
dumpster is NOT to be used for plastics, glass, can s 
or garbage.  The smaller garbage cans are for the latter 
commingled recyclables.  If non-recyclables are mixed in with 
recyclables, they have to be separated or the load can be 
rejected.  It is the residents’ responsibility to break down ALL 

Boxes before being put in the large newspaper 
dumpster.  ALL GARBAGE goes in the 
compactor. The cooperation of all residents is 
appreciated. Please keep in mind that we 
have visitors and potential residents on site 

throughout the week and especially on 
weekends and overflowing dumpsters do not make a good 
impression.   
 
Apartments and condominiums built BEFORE July 2007  
are required to recycle mixed paper and cardboard. The owner 
or Management Company must provide a recycling system for 
these materials, according to Chapter 109.1 of the County 
Code.  At Edgewater we also recycle glass bottles, metal food 
and beverage containers, mixed paper and cardboard and 
plastic bottles.  See pg. 4 for more info or go to:

Below are some basic guidelines on Recycling Do’s & Don’ts 

 Paper/Cardboard  
Recycle: Junk mail, newspapers, office paper, telep hone 
books, cereal boxes, packing boxes, magazines. 
Preparation:   Flatten all boxes.  Bag any paper that is 
shredded.  Remove wax paper liners from boxes.   
NO:  Used paper towels or tissues, wet or dirty paper or 
cardboard, waxed paper/boxes, milk cartons, pizza b oxes. 
  

 Glass: 
Recycle:  Clear, green and brown glass bottles and jars. 
Preparation:  Rinse and discard lids. 
NO:  Light bulbs, window glass, mirrors, cookware or 
other colors of glass. 
  

 Metal: 
Recycle:  Steel and aluminum cans and lids;  
Preparation:   Rinse to remove food residue. 
NO:  Pots and pans and no food residue. 
  

 Plastics: 
Recycle: Plastic bottles/jugs for milk, soda, deter gents etc. 
Preparation:   Rinse and discard lids. 
NO:  Plastic bags (take to grocery stores to recycle),  
yogurt cups, margarine tubs or any plastic containe r that 
doesn’t have a narrow neck

 Cleaning Out or Moving?   
Before you dispose of useful items such as 
household goods, furniture, clothing, or 
books, consider an alternative that will help 
us keep our trash bills down, keep good stuff 
out of the landfill, and help others in need of 
a bargain.  Donate items with useful life left 
in them to thrift shops, Salvation Army, 
shelters, or Habitat for Humanity.  Just Google Reston thrift 
shops and you’ll come up with plenty of options.

 Important: Have Your HVAC Checked 
 

Hot temperatures bring a reminder to have 
your HVAC system checked during air 
conditioning season, which is the 
responsibility of each and every owner 
according to Pol. Res. 2004-2 .  Please 
be sure that this service includes a tune-
up and that the condensate line is 

flushed.  This system is the white pipe on 
the side of the furnace that drains 
condensation from the unit to the main 
drain and out the building.  Several owners 
at Edgewater had problems with leakage 

due to this problem in the past year. 
 
Please have the technician from the HVAC company flush the 
drain line with water and verify that the water is properly 
draining from the drain pipe on the outside of the building.  The 
drain line is located on the ground level, next to the balcony on 
the ground floor.  If during your service appointment it appears 
to the technician that the main drain maybe blocked, please 
notify Management immediately so this can be investigated 
and cleared if necessary.    
 
Each owner is reminded that they are required to have this 
work done and if necessary provide proof to the Management 
Company in order to be covered under the Master Insurance 
Policy.  If you have any questions please email Sheila Charter 
at Sheila.charter@procamva.com. 

Summary of Pet Policies 
1. Animals Permitted: dogs and/or cats (total limit of 2); caged 
birds; aquarium fish 
2. Pets must be registered with Edgewater Association (go to 
website for form). 
3. Pets cannot be a nuisance due to noise, size, behavior, etc. 
4. Except in owners’ unit, pets must be carried or on a leash 
under control of responsible person. 
5. Owners are responsible for removing pet waste from 
common elements and should be walked in designated areas 
(see website). 
6. Owners shall abide by laws of Fairfax Co. re: inoculation, 
licensing, etc. (see website)

 Bus Route 556 Discontinued   

The Fairfax Connector Route 556, which 
stopped at Edgewater, was discontinued as of 
June 28 due to budget cuts.  This loss will be 
felt most for those of us who took the 556/505 
to West Falls Church.  But having an 
important bus route right on our doorstep was 
also a selling point for all units in Edgewater.  

Residents wishing to catch the 505 to West Falls Church must 
now go to Reston Town Center to catch it.  The 505 route has 
also seen some service reductions.
