2010 Budget Approved.  The Board of Directors approved the 
Association’s operating budget for calendar year 2010.  Unit 
owners will receive copies in the near future.  The new budget 
reflects our serious consideration of some very difficult issues.  
The cost of managing and maintaining our property value, not to 
mention maintaining a competitive edge in the market, continues 
to rise.  At the same time, investment income is down.  The new 
budget allows us to fund our highest priority maintenance 
projects in 2010 and beyond, with a minimal increase in owners’ 
fees.  The monthly fees for 2010 are as follows:

 Help Us Keep Costs Down!  Residents’ daily 
choices make a difference in our operating costs.  The 
Association pays the water and trash collection bill for all of us.  
That means that we all pay for the water each of us uses, and 
we all pay each time someone discards a large bulk item in our 
trash area.  Here are some easy things you can do to make a 
difference. 
Conserving Water  
·  Repair drips and running toilets immediately. 
·  Flush less. 
·  Place a brick in your toilet tank. 
·  Run the dishwasher only when full. 
·  Adjust the water level on your clothes washer according 

 to load size. 
·  While waiting for hot water to come from the faucet,  

catch cold water to use for watering plants or cooking. 
·  Replace your older clothes washer with a more efficient  

front loader. 
·  Wash your car at a commercial car wash.

Bulk Trash Disposal  
Only bagged household trash should go into the compacter.  
Larger items may be placed in the enclosed area along with the 
recycling, but we pay separately for disposal of these larger 
items.  The less of this type of trash we have, the less we all pay.  
A huge proportion of our bulk trash actually has plenty of useful 
life left in it.  Before tossing your bulk items, please remind 
yourself of the following: 
·  Everyone pays for disposal of your item. 
·  You could take one item or a whole load to the nearest thrift 

shops in Herndon, Sterling or Leesburg 
(http://www.geipel.com/geipel/lennie/thrifts.html) and be 
back home in less than 20 minutes. You would save the 
community money and make available a great bargain for 
someone in greater need than yourself. 

·  Goodwill and Salvation Army will pick your stuff up for free  
·  The Fairfax County landfill is a short trip away and disposal 

fees are quite reasonable.  You will drive away free of your 
unwanted items and with a new perspective on consumption 
and waste.  That alone is well worth the trip!

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THERMOSTATS: Please do not turn your heat off 
in your unit while you are away.  If the temperature 
is below freezing there is danger of pipes freezing, 
bursting and flooding other units.  Units should be 
kept at no lower than 70°.  This is especially 
important for 3rd floor units as there are pipes in the 
ceilings whose sole source of heat comes from these units.

 Condo Owners Need Their Own Insurance  
By Benny Kass (from an article in the Washington Post)   
 

Q: We have purchased several single family 
homes, and our lender has always insisted that 
we obtain a hazard insurance policy before 
settlement. We are about to purchase our first 
condominium unit, and our real estate agent 
has advised that we do not need any 
insurance, since the entire association is 
covered under what they call a "master policy."  Is our agent 
correct? 

A. Every condominium association must have a master 
insurance policy. The declaration will spell out the minimum 
required insurance coverage, and many state condominium 
statutes also require a minimum amount of coverage. 

The master policy will cover problems and issues relating to the 
common elements  and the limited common elements . For 
example, if there is a common-element water pipe that bursts, 
causing flooding and water damage to the common halls, 
elevators and individual units, the master policy will pay the 
damage claims, less the insurance deductible specified by the 
policy. 

However, the master policy does not provide all-inclusive 
coverage, especially for your personal possessions. What if the 
water flooded into your apartment, damaged your walls, ruined 
your carpet and destroyed your expensive 50-inch plasma 
television set?

 Tips on Holiday Safety 
The National Fire Protection Association 
(NFPA) reports that Christmas Day is the 
peak day of the year for reported home 
candle fires. Further, NFPA reports that 
Christmas trees were the items first ignited 
in an estimated average of 210 reported 
U.S. home structure fires per year in 2002-2005. Almost half (48 
percent) of the home Christmas tree fires were caused by some 
type of electrical failure or malfunction. Twenty-seven percent of 
the Christmas tree fires resulted from a heat source placed too 
close to the tree. Five percent resulted from someone, typically a 
child, playing with fire or other heat source.  Get more info at 
http://www.nfpa.org/.  Read other safety tips below.  
 
Toys and Ornaments   
·  Purchase appropriate toys for the appropriate age. Some 

toys designed for older children might be dangerous for 
younger children.  

·  Electric toys should be UL/FM approved.  
·  Toys with sharp points, sharp edges, strings, cords, and 

parts small enough to be swallowed should not be given to 
small children.  

·  Place older ornaments and decorations that might be 
painted with lead paint out of the reach of small children and 
pets.  

  
 Children and Pets  
·  Poinsettias are known to be poisonous to humans and 

animals, so keep them well out of reach, or avoid having 
them.  

·  Keep decorations at least 6 inches above the child’s reach.  
·  Avoid using tinsel. It can fall on the floor and a curious child 

or pet may eat it. This can cause anything from mild distress 
to death.  

·  Keep any ribbons on gifts and tree ornaments shorter than 7 
inches. A child could wrap a longer strand of ribbon around 
their neck and choke.  

·  Avoid mittens with strings for children. The string can get 
tangled around the child’s neck and cause them to choke. It 
is easier to replace a mitten than a child.  

·  Watch children and pets around space heaters or the 
fireplace. Do not leave a child or pet unattended.  

·  Store scissors and any sharp objects that you use to wrap 
presents out of your child’s reach.  

·  Inspect wrapped gifts for small decorations, such as candy 
canes, gingerbread men, and mistletoe berries, all of which 
are choking hazards.  

  
 Security     
·  Use your home burglar alarm system.  
·  If you plan to travel for the holidays, don’t discuss your plans 

with strangers.   
·  Have a trusted friend or neighbor to keep an eye on your 

home. 
 
Holiday Entertaining  
·  Unattended cooking is the leading cause of home fires in the 

U.S.  When cooking for holiday visitors, remember to keep 
an eye on the range.  

·  Provide plenty of large, deep ashtrays, and check them 
frequently. Cigarette butts can smolder in the trash and 
cause a fire, so completely douse cigarette butts with water 
before discarding.  

·  Keep matches and lighters up high, out of sight and reach of 
children (preferably in a locked cabinet).  

·  Test your smoke alarms, and let guests know what your fire 
escape plan is.
